If the determination is made that the student could benefit from transferring into a different high school/program:

*SACC credentials are not high school diplomas 
and cannot be used to apply to college, the 
military, or trade schools.

Complete school year with 85%+ attendance
and mastery of IEP goals Obtain SACC

Repeat until 1 year leftEnrolled in an alternate
assessment* high school

If transfers to GED program,
proceed to Situation C

If transfers to a high school
proceed to Situation C
